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INTRODUCTION

This is a supplementary guide to the installaticenoal specifically for the Honda
CBR250RR(L). It may also be applicable to simitawdels, such as the CBR250R.

Fitment for this model bike is not complicated. eTépproach is to remove the front
windscreen, unbolt to the instrument to lean itMard and get access to the wires at
the back.

STEP 1: TAKE OFF THE MIRRORS

You will need a 10mm socket to remove the two hortgach mirror.

STEP 3: UNBOLT INSTRUMENT

You don’t have to completely remove the instrumem,just want to gain sufficient
access to the wires behind.

There are two 8mm bolts, one on the top, and otegtdad on the bottom. These are
threaded into a bracket, therefore there are nmamsgociated with the bolts, however
there are washers which you may want to remove théhbolt.

The other
green ones are for the temperature sensor (greenfogjreen/black).
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This example shows the green
wire being connected. A section
of the wire was stripped and the
black wire from the Shift-1™
wrapped in place. The wire was
unscrewed from the instrument
for better access.

Tips

* Ensure the wiring behind the instrument is neatlplace so it doesn’t get
crunched when tightening the instrument bolts.

* To re-mount the windscreen, feed the rubber mgrommets through first.
You may need a screwdriver to lever them in place.

* If you have any blown bulbs in the instrument... newa good time to change
them. You can just pull them out.

* Don't over-tighten the mirror nuts. Over tightegican reduce the grommets
ability to reduce the vibration in the mirror.

MOUNTING

The best location to mount the display is on totheftacho, however you need to
remove the foam surround or cut a gap in it tolggagsition Shift-1™ in place. New
foam surrounds specifically designed to suit thd(R€BOR & RR are available.

The foam is secured in place by three posts, anccga carefully maneuver the foam
off these posts to remove it. Be careful not 8y the foam, particularly if it is old.

The Shift-I™ comes with two double sided adhesigdsgp Clean the surfaces of the
instrument and Shift-1™ prior to applying the pagseferable with a non-greasy
alcohol or plastic cleaner. Cut the supplied anfleegads to suit and firmly press the
Shift-I™ into place. Do not pull at the Shift-I™® see how strong the adhesive is, as
this can reduce its potential bond strength. It take several days before full bond
strength has been achieved, at which point the shdhgads will tear before the
sticky surface gives away.
