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Take the front screen off, the mirrors will also have to be removed

Ground Black => Black 
Ignition Black/Red => Light Brown

I used the curved model, doesn’ t get in the way of the speedo.  Putting it top right 

doesn’ t quite have the clearance, unless perhaps you had a double bubble screen.  You 
could sit it forward though, and mount it against something.   

 
The straight version of the Shift-I would also hit the windscreen.  Apparently you can 
use a 90 degree length of aluminium from the hardware shop to make a bracket.  Stick 

it on top of the dash, and then stick the shift indicator to the bracket.  Sits slightly 
forward giving more clearance.
